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“How To” # 1 – Creating your own Avatar 
 
Did you know that as a fellow villager on Christville, you can create your very own 
Avatar (a graphical image that will represent you on the internet)? This image will show 
up next to your posts on forums and will also appear on the left toolbar when logged into 
Christville. Just follow these simple steps below and you too will have a customized

1. Log into Christville and click on the Profile link on the left toolbar of the homepage 
(directly under the User Menu subheading). 

 

 



2. Scroll over to the Edit tab on the top of the screen and click on the Update Your Image 
link. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



3. As you can see on the screenshot, there are several pre-loaded avatars to choose from;

5. Find your image (please note the maximum dimensions and size) and click on the Upload 
button.
